ñExam Weekò- No lessons 
Just reminding all parents that week 1 
of term 3 (Monday 19

th
 July ï 

Saturday 24
th
 July inclusive) is ñexam 

weekò where all timetabled classes 
are cancelled. This week will be used 
for final exam classes, exam private 
lessons and BAL examinations. (All 
exam students should have received 
an ñexam week timetableò with all the 
relevant details) 
 
Term 3 Statements 
With no timetabled classes running 
during exam week, all term 3 
statements will show a nil charge for 
week 1. (Exam classes and exam 
privates that run during the school 
holidays and exam week will be 
invoiced separately.) 
Note that any outstanding amounts 
from term 2 will show up as a lump-
sum under the heading ñother 
chargesò. This must be paid before 
term 3 fees. 
Parents paying ñfees-per-termò must 
ensure that full payment is made by 
week 2 to receive a 5% discount.  
Late Payment penalties apply to 
each week overdue by more than a 
fortnight. This is a continual charge 
per week and will also apply to 
outstanding costume hire charges. 
It is VERY IMPORTANT that your 
class schedule listed on your 
statement is correct.  This impacts 
class lists, costume hire and your fee 
structure. 
Speak to us immediately if anything is 
incorrect, this includes the spelling of 
your name and address.

 Remember, students are expected to 
arrive approximately half an hour 
earlier to warm up and finalize exam 
procedures.

Students 
only rehearse their exam steps once or 
twice a week in class and so students 
MUST practice at home, both alone 
and with the practice DVD. It is 
extremely difficult for teachers to 
correct students who do not know their 
work.

Costume Hire 
On your term 3 invoice, we have included your costume hire fees. Please check that your current class 
schedule is correct, so that your costume charge is accurate. Please note, each dance/art style requires 1 
costume regardless of how many lessons taken each week. The only exception is for Jazz students, who 
require 2 jazz costumes if they attend multiple Jazz lessons within the week. 
Costume hire is $33.00 per costume, payable by cash only and is due no later then Week 4 (Saturday 14th 
August 2010). Payments made with EFTPOS or direct deposit will be charged GST. $2.00 per week penalty 
applies to any outstanding costume hire fees after this date. Families with multiple students in multiple classes 
may speak to Miss Hayley or the secretary about an extension in payment of hire fees. 
 As you are hiring costumes from the studio you are not required to do any cutting, sewing, ironing or washing 
of costumes. All garments will be the responsibility of the studio (Grade mothers) and taken to the rehearsal 
day, photo day and concerts. This way, parents do not have the responsibility of storing and organizing 
costumes. 
 
What is a Day Rehearsal? 
Sunday 14th November   
approx 9:00am ï 4:00pm 
Cost of day rehearsal will be advised close to the 
date but will include return bus transport from the 
studio to IPAC, venue hire, as well as a photo shoot 
fee. (Photo Shoot dates will be late November) 
This day is compulsory for all students excluding 
toddlers and preschoolerôs. Absence from the ñday 
rehearsalò affects the entire troupe performance and 
may jeopardize a childôs performance in the concert. 
No parent (other then our Grade mumôs) will be 
permitted to travel with the students or stay in the 
auditorium during our rehearsal as we have child 
protection guidelines to follow. Your children will be 
under supervision all day and looked after by grade 
mothers and teachers.  
Although not compulsory, Pre School & Toddler 
students may attend the day rehearsal. However we 
encourage parents to collect their children from the 
auditorium at 12:30pm as it is a long day for young 
ones. (please advise Miss Hayley or the secretary if 
you have decided to attend the day rehearsal) 
Pre school and toddler students not attending the day 
rehearsal will only be charged a fee of $10.00 to 
cover the photo shoot portion of the day rehearsal 
fee.  
 

What are Grade Mothers? 
During the concert, no performer will be allowed in 
the auditorium. All dancers will be supervised back 
stage. I will be calling for volunteer mums to act as 
ñGrade mothersò. Grade mothers are responsible for 
dressing and supervising their assigned students. 
All grade mothers need to be present at our day 
rehearsal, so they too can have a rehearsal and 
become familiar with the children in their care. All 
grade mumôs will be offered a seat on our transport 
buses, unless they would prefer to drive. 
Due to child protection laws, no parents or friends will 
be able to access dressing rooms and stage areas. 
Grade mothers are required to complete a ñWorking 
with Childrenò declaration. Absolutely no other person 
will be given access beyond the stage doors.  
We do hope that grade mumôs can also help out 
during their groups photo shoot. 
It seems the same mothers offer their services each 
year, and work really hard to ensure every child (not 
just their own) is dressed, prepared and looked after. 
For this they are applauded. It is very disappointing 
that other families simply dismiss this role and the 
need to support their child, relying on the dedication 
of others. 
For this reason, it is expected that motherôs of 
children with more then 4 costume changes, 
volunteer as a grade mum at least once every 2 
years.
